Your childs school career is a journey that will
take her from ABCs and 1235 to complex novels and
challenging math problems. Heve are helpful ways to
fuel her jowrmey with focus, organization, motivation,
anel curiosity.

Focus

Like a driver or a pedestrian, a geod student must pay
attention. Consider this advice for helping your youngster
concentrate, whether she'’s in class or studying at home.

Play “attention games”
Enjoy games that train your childs brain 1o focus, such
as Simon Says, Mother May 12, and Red Light, Green Light
Another game she
miay like that
requires close atten-
tion is Cup Swap.
Place three cups
upside down ina
rovar. While your
youngsier watches
carciully, put a
coin or loken
under one cup,
and quickly move
the cups around so they swap places repeatedly, When you
stop, can she tell you which cup has the coin beneath it?

Practice healthy habits

Organization

A journcy that is well planned is more likely 1o be success-
ful.

Create a “road map”

Suggest that your youngster map oul
his werk using a student planner. Or
try this idea: Have him draw
a path on construction
paper that begins at
one cormer and winds 1o
the opposite comer. Next,
he should add lines to
divide the sheet into five
columns and label each with a weekday (Monday, Tuesday,
Wednesday, Thursday, Friday). He could write homework
assignmenits and other obligations in cach space. Fxamples:
“Study spelling words.” “Make diorama for social studies.”
Every day afier school, review his planner or his map
together, and talk about when he'll do cach task. He can
check off cach item as he completes it or color in that days
spaces on his road map.
